Article I – Name and Objectives

Section 1:

The name of this association shall be the Ascencion Solorsano Middle School Parent Club, located in the City of Gilroy, California.

Section 2:

The objectives of this organization shall be:

A. To develop between the administrators, teachers, staff and parents such united efforts as will secure for every child the highest advantages in physical, mental, social and moral education.

B. To bring into closer relation the home and the school, that parents and teachers may cooperate in the education of the child.

C. To promote the welfare of children in home, school and community.

D. To support adequate laws for the care and protection of children.

Article II – Program

Section 1:

The program of the association shall be educational and philanthropic and shall be developed through conferences, committees and projects.

Article III - Policies

Section 1:

The association shall be non-commercial, non-sectarian and non partisan.
Section 2:

No commercial enterprise and no candidate for public office shall be endorsed by it. Neither the name of the association nor the names of its officers in their official capacities shall be used in any connection concern of with any partisan of for any purpose other than the regular work of the association.

Section 3:
The association shall seek neither to direct the administrative activities of the school nor control its policies. However, the association shall reserve the right to make suggestive and recommendations.

Section 4:

The association may cooperate with other organizations and agencies active in child welfare such as conference groups or coordinating councils, provided the representative makes no commitments that bind the organization.

Section 5:

Regarding Special Aid and Assistance:

Any class or student(s) may apply to the Parent Club for additional assistance in aiding the funding of an academic program which enriches the students’ education. The purpose of this program is to encourage our children and teachers to seek out programs that enhance over and above the regular curriculum. This stipend may not be awarded to the participant(s) class. This money is in addition to the other monies that applicants have earned and/or been given from other sources. The amount of the money given to the applicant(s) shall be at the discretion of the Parent Club.

Article IV - Membership and Dues

Section 1:

Any parent of legal guardian of a currently enrolled Ascencion Solorsano Middle School student who is interested in the objectives of the association and is willing to uphold it’s policies and subscribe to these By-Laws may become a member.

Section 2:

The current Parent Club Board shall set annual dues, if any.

Section 3:

An annual enrollment of members shall be conducted at the beginning of each school year. The fiscal year will begin July 1st and end June 30th. Additional members shall be accepted at any time.

Article V – Officers and Their Elections

Section 1:

The officers of this association shall be President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasure, and Parent Liaison.

This group shall be referred to as the “Executive Board”. The Executive Board is a representative body of the Parent Club. In essence, these members are guardians of the Parent Club’s money and trust. When ever a questionable issue arises, The Executive Board must perform its duties in a professional and responsible manner. The Board is liable for all actions performed by the Parent Club for which the Board did have, or should have had knowledge.

Section 2:

The President at the February meeting, will select a person or persons to place a nominating form for the next year’s officers in the March Parent Club Newsletter. Any person interested in running for office must fill out a nominating form and return it to the Parent Club box in the school office by April 30th. The consent of each potential candidate must be obtained prior to nomination.

Section 3:

The election shall be held by ballot at the May meeting. If there is only one candidate for an office may be dispensed with and the election carried out by voice and/or hand count.

Section 4:

Officers shall serve for a term of one year. No officers shall be eligible to hold the same office for more than two consecutive terms. Officer’s term shall be concurrent with the fiscal year. The Executive Board shall fill vacancies.

Article VI – Duties of Officers

Section 1:

The president shall preside at all meetings of the Parent Club and of the Executive Board, and with the ratification of the Executive Board, shall appoint the Chairpersons of the standing committees. The President and the Treasure shall be responsible for preparing the annual report at the following September general Parent Club meeting.

Section 2:

The Vice-President shall act as an aide to the President, shall be member’s ex-officio of all committees, except the Nominating Committee; and, in the absence of the President, shall in their order perform the duties of the President.
Section 3:

The secretary shall keep an accurate record of the proceedings of all meetings of the association and of the Executive Board; shall be prepared to refer to the minutes of previous meetings; and shall prepare a summary of all unfinished business for the use of the President. A copy of the minutes of the Executive Board and general meetings shall be filed in the school office. Additionally, the Secretary shall conduct all necessary correspondence of the Parent Club; Shall send out written notices of all general meetings; shall notify officers of Executive Board meetings; shall supply each nominee with the job description of the office they seek; shall notify officers of heir elections and Chairpersons of their appointment, and shall provide each board-elect member with a copy of these Bylaws.

Section 4:

The treasure shall receive all monies of the Parent Club, keeping an accurate written record thereof following generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP), and shall keep a record of membership donations. The treasure shall deposit monies in the name of the Parent Club in the Club’s account at a financial institution approved by the Executive Board; shall keep an accurate record of the receipts and disbursements of Parent Club funds also following GAAP. The Treasurer shall present a statement of account at every meeting of the Parent Club and at other times when requested by the Executive Board, and shall present the annual present the annual report at the September meeting following GAAP.

Section 5:

The Parent Liaison shall serve as a liaison between the Parent Club and the teachers of Ascencion Solorsano Middle School. The Parent Liaison may attend ASMS staff meetings to present an update on Parent Club activities. The purpose of this position is to enhance the quality of communication between the parents and the teachers.

Section 6:

When an officer fails to diligently attend to the duties of the office, which includes attendance of monthly Executive Board meetings as well as Parent Club meetings, the Executive Board may declare the office vacant and appoint a replacement after three consecutive absences from meetings.

Section 7:

Each officer, in case of resignation, shall turn over to the successor or President all records, books, funds, and other material pertaining to the office, within two weeks of resignation.

Section 8:

The President and Treasure shall seek to retain the services of a disinterested third party, professional financial auditor, for the purpose of performing an audit of the financial records at the conclusion of the fiscal year. The audit shall be filed with the Recording Secretary. Photocopies of the audit shall be made available to any interested parties for review.

Section 9:

At the conclusion of the fiscal year, the President and Treasure shall seek to retain the services of a disinterested third party professional income tax person for the purpose of preparing the income tax forms for the fiscal year. The income tax forms shall be retained by the Treasure along with the financial records and shall be disclosed in the Treasure’s Annual Report.

Section 10:

The President and the Treasure shall obtain a Policy of Property and Casualty Insurance containing sufficient liability coverage for gatherings sponsored by the Parent Club which are not held on GUSD property. Evidence of such insurance policy shall be presented at the regular Parent Club meeting prior to the event.

Article VII – Committees
Section 1:

The Executive Board may create such committees as may be required to carry on the work of the club. The chairpersons of these committees shall be appointed by the President, subject to the approval of the Executive Board. The term of the office shall be one (1) year, or until successors are appointed of a committee is dissolved.

Article VIII – Committee Chairperson

Section 1:

The chairperson of this organization and their duties shall be as follows:

1. Hospitality Chairperson shall make provisions for school parties approved by the Executive Board.

2. The Publicity Chairperson shall provide school news and photographs to the local community media and any other publicity avenue the Executive Board may deem necessary.

3. The Newsletter Chairperson shall gather news, type, print, and distribute the monthly newsletter, and shall keep the mailing list current.

4. The Community Service Chairperson shall keep the Executive Board and membership aware of community service projects and school programs and make appropriate recommendations.

5. The Book Fair Chairperson shall help coordinate and provide assistance to school staff during any Book Fair held by the school.

6. The Garlic Festival Chairperson shall be the liaison between the Gilroy Garlic Festival and the Parent Club and shall coordinate volunteer activity.

7. The E-Script and Nob Hill QOL Chairperson shall coordinate all E-Script and Nob Hill “Quality of Life” program activity.

8. The Science Camp Chairperson shall act as liaison between the ASMS 6th grade teachers and the Parent Club and shall lead Science Camp fundraising activity.

9. The Tech Committee Chairperson shall coordinate volunteer technical support as requested by the administration and staff at ASMS.

Article IX – Meetings

Section 1:

Regular meetings of this association shall be held on similar days of each calendar month of the school year, unless otherwise announced. Special meetings may be called by the Executive Board upon written notices sent to the membership at least three (3) days prior to the meeting.

Section 2:

The meeting in May shall be the annual meeting at which time officers shall be elected.

Section 3:

The privileges of holding office, making motions, debating, and voting shall be limited to members of the club.

Section 4:

Voting members of the Club present at a meeting shall constitute a quorum.
Article X – Representatives

Section 1:

The Faculty Representative shall be a staff member at Ascencion Solorsano Middle School. The representatives shall provide the views of the faculty regarding Parent Club agenda items.

Section 2:

The Principal of Ascencion Solorsano Middle School shall act as the representative of the administration.

 Article XI – Executive Board

Section 1:

The Executive Board shall consist of elected officers of the club.
Section 2:

The Executive Board shall transact necessary business between general meetings. It may authorize the payment of bill; create such standing committees as are deemed necessary to carry on the work of the club; and fill vacancies in office, including that of the President.

Section 3:

The Executive Board shall meet at least once a month during the school year. The President may call special meetings of the Executive Board.

Section 4:

Three (3) Executive Board members shall constitute a quorum.

Section 5:

When a chairperson fails to diligently attend to the duties of the office, the Executive Board may declare the office vacant, and appoint a replacement.

Section 6:

Each Chairperson, in case of resignation, shall turn over to the successor, or President, all records books, funds and other material pertaining to the office upon resignation.

Section 7:

At the beginning of their term of office, each member of the Executive Board shall be given a copy of these ByLaws by the outgoing Secretary and shall be responsible for making a thorough study of them. A copy of these ByLaws shall be made available to any member of the Parent Club upon request to the Secretary.

Section 8:

A meeting of the Executive Board-elect may be called by the President-elect to ratify chairpersons, fill vacancies on the Executive Board-elect , and make plans for the coming year’s work.

Section 9:

The signature of four (4) members of the Executive Board shall be listed on all bank accounts with the signatures of two (2) members required to validate a check. Customarily, these members will be the President, Vice-President, Treasure, and Secretary.

Article XII – Amendments

Section 1:

These ByLaws may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote at any regular Parent Club meeting.

Article XIII – Rules of Order
Section 1:

“Roberts Rule of Order Revised” shall govern this Parent Club in all cases where applicable and not incompatible with these ByLaws.
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
